Table A2: Global Leader Ideology dataset compared to DPI variables
Table 1 compares the Global Leader Ideology dataset to the ideology of the Database
of Political Institutions’ (DPI) chief executives. Here I also compare it to the ideologies
of the DPI’s largest, second-largest, and third-largest government parties, as well as
an overall measure of the government’s ideology using the DPI data based on Ha
(2012).

I code a government’s overall ideology as follows: when there are no government
parties, I use the chief executive’s ideology as the government’s ideology. If there is a
largest government party, I start with their ideology as the government’s ideology,
assigning -1 for leftist parties, 0 for centrist parties, and 1 for rightist parties. Parties
without economic ideologies do not affect the coding. If there are second-largest and
third-largest government parties, I add (or subtract) their ideologies, and divide by
the number of parties with an economic ideology. I consider governments as leftist if
the aggregate score is at most -0.5, as rightist if it is at least 0.5, and centrist otherwise.

While the ideologies of the second-largest and third-largest parties differ from
my data in about half of the (rarer) cases where such parties exist, the results when
looking at DPI’s largest government party and the government’s overall ideology are
similar to using DPI’s chief executives. This highlights that the chief executive’s

ideology often matches the government’s overall ideological leanings.
